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Executive Summary

Retention is defined as the number of first-time students enrolled in the fall semester who re-enrolled in the subsequent fall semester.  The Center for Institutional Data Exchange (CSRDE) provides retention and graduation data for over 400 colleges and universities.  The CSRDE retention study focuses on the retention and graduation of first-time, full-time, baccalaureate degree-seeking freshmen.  In addition to regental retention and graduation data, DSU has selected peer institutions for various studies. 

Retention Study Findings from the Comparison with System Peer Institutions: 

· DSU’s six-year graduation rate ranges from 34 to 49 percent; system graduation rates range from 31 to 57 percent
Report Highlights 

· For the fall 2010 cohort, the College of Business & Information Systems had the highest first-year, second-year, and third-year freshmen retention rate, 73.2%, 63.4%, 54.9%, respectively, compared to the other colleges.  (Table 1)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, the College of Education had the lowest six-year graduation (includes interim degrees) compared to the other colleges (25.3%).  (Table 2)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, the College of Arts & Sciences had the highest percentage of interim degrees awarded for the fall 2010 cohort (2.4%).  (Table 2)
· For the fall 2007, fall 2008, and fall 2009 cohorts, females had a higher six-year graduation rate than males.  For the fall 2010 cohort, males had a higher six-year graduation rate than females, 40.2% (males) to 32.4% (females). (Table 3)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, exercise science had the lowest first-year (46.2%) retention rate.  Elementary Education/Special Education had the lowest second-year (22.2%) retention rate.   Elementary Education/Special Education & Undecided students had the lowest third-year (22.2%) retention rate.  (Compared to the other programs with ten or more students)  (Table 4)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, computer game design had the highest first-year (82.1%), second-year (71.4%) and third-year (71.4%) retention rate compared to the other programs with ten or more students.  (Table 4)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, here are the programs with the lowest six-year graduation rate compared to the other programs with ten or more students (doesn’t include interim awards):  (Table 5)
1. Elementary Ed/Sped (16.7%)

2. Undecided/pre-professional (18.5%)

3. Elementary Education (25.0%)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, here are the programs with the highest six-year graduation rate compared to the other programs with ten or more students (doesn’t include interim awards):  (Table 5)
1. Computer and Network Security (58.8%) 
2. Computer Game Design (46.4%)
3. Management (41.2%)

· Comparing the average ACT Composite for the fall 2009 and fall 2010 cohorts, students with an ACT composite of 28 had the largest six-year graduation rate decrease from fall 2009 (81.8%) to fall 2010 (53.9%).  (Only used composites with 10 or more students for each cohort)   (Table 6)
· Comparing the average ACT Composite for the fall 2009 and fall 2010 cohorts, students with an ACT composite of 26 had the largest six-year graduation rate increase from fall 2009 (23.1%) to fall 2010 (75.0%).  (Only used composites with 10 or more students for each cohort)   (Table 6)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, students with a high school GPA greater than or equal to 3.5 had the highest six-year graduation rate compared to the other high school GPA categories. (Table 7)
· For the fall 2010 cohort, students with a first-term GPA greater than or equal to 3.5 had the highest six-year graduation rate compared to the other first-term GPA categories. (Table 8)
